Only four weeks ago, a child with adenoidswas brought to me ; | couldn't find much
of anything else, except ahigtory.

Shewasirritable ; Extremely stupid ; Unable to breath enough to keep going, day or
night, except through the mouth ; and the doctor said there was nothing to do with
that child but to remove those adenoids by operation.

To-day | received aletter, after only four weeks telling that the child isnow
breathing through her nose.

Why, that isalmost as quickly asyou can do it with aknife or ared-hot iron'!

Y es, probably a hundred cases cured with Tuberculinum alone ; thet has some
sgnificance.

Every individua born at the present time, with al the fierce tendencies of our
living-bad governing, bad rearing, bad clothing and bad feeding, that we have
at present in the entire human race-is capable, jus as soon asyou thwart one
mischievous bent, of developing something else! No one can foresee what
that will be.

If thischild had been permitted to go right on with the adenoids, the
disease-directionswould have been continuoudy towards the adenoids; to
increase and intensfy the catarrh.

If any such reponseisobtained, it isposshle, if the symptoms are pretty certain,
that | may test with another dose but generally | am pretty well satisfied that
Tuberculinum isthe bagsof it.

If you have the symptoms of Tuberculinum, of course youwill sand by it ; but in
many ingances, with those puny thingswith large glands, sopped-up noses
breathing through the mouth, and semi-idiotic or degenerate, we have nothing but
the physical condition on which to depend : no symptoms

Hunt here, hunt there, hunt somewhere else ; you have nothing on which to depend :
everything issuppresson.

The aim of the physcian, fird, lagt, and always, mug beto find the remedy
which most closely correspondsto the patient, and prescribe for the patient,
whatever manifestation that patient may suffer, when the prescription is
selected.

In cancer-patients, incurability depends upon the fact that few symptoms
except those of the canceroustissue change are obtainable.

The sharp pains, the ulceration, and the anaemia are symptoms of the ultimate
disorder.

Finding symptomsthat preceded this period isnecessary for gaining any
curative results

Ultimates do not indicate the remedy for the patient.

During apyrexia, he must wear heavy clothing to keep warm ; he is much affected by
westher changes Grest restlessnessday and night. The amelioration fromwarnmthis
amarked feature of hiswhole case.

Rhustox 1m. cured. No more chills

The beginner might think of Apisin the above case on account of the urticariaand
the thirgt during the chill, but there was no suffocation attending the eruption, and
the amelioration from warmth must exclude Apis

Rhus has no characterigtic place for achill to begin nor specid time, but the gushing
diarrhoea and aggravation from cold generally and more especidly the chill
beginning with adry cough must point to Rhus asthe mogt appropriate remedy.
Where there isa gushing diarrhoea during chill or fever, and urticaria, Elaterium
should be consulted.

It ischaracterigtic of Hepar to have urticaria during the chill, of Rhus, Ignatia, and
Apisduring the fever, Rhus, Hepar, and Apisduring apyrexia, of Elaterium after the
chills have been suppressed.

But | have never seen the urticaria crop out incompletely during the apyrexiaand
seemto get relief by a gushing diarrhoea, in cases cured by Elaterium. It hasbeen
only aclinical observation.

Totdlity and individuality. Sycotic excrescenses.

A lady who suffered from sycotic excrescences became reduced from
repeated hemorrhages. When she would go for some time without the loss of
much blood her totality of symptomswassmilar to Thuja, but an exhaudive
flow would add several symptomsto the origina picture and mask the
individuality of the true chronic disorder.

One symptomin particular wasacold feeling in the left Sde of the head,
another, cold damp feet. These would make ayoung man naturally think of
Calcarea, but acloser sudy must result in a concluson that Cal carea could
only result in afallure to cure until Thujahad removed the sycotic nature of
the disorder.

The cold sensation isnot found under Thuja, but the case made a good
recovery, because it wassmilar to the ruling feature of the case.

Now because Thujaremoved the individudity of acase with the cold left Sde
of thehead, it isno Sgnit will remove that symptom.

It only showsthat the individuality of a disease mus be known ; such
informeation isbest acquired by observation in the wilderness of

symptomatol ogy.

The pathologis might score thisasavictory for himself, but he only haslearned it
fromacareful individualization of symptoms

When the evidence of achronic miasmis suppressed by aremedy correponding to
the acute or last appearing symptoms, after which the individudity of the chronic
miasmwill be manifesed by itstrue expression or symptoms

These little thingswere well known to the great Hahnemann, and are taught in the
Organon and Chronic Diseases.

No Homeopathist can make a truly homoeopathic prescription when the
individuality of adisease isunknown, or only partly known. The individuality can
only be known by observing and knowing al the symptoms.

When awoman callsfor treatment with a pessary in her vagina, she will mogt likely
fail to obtain a correct remedy because her symptoms are masked or changed so that
the totality does not expressthe individuality of the disease.

The pessary should be removed, and the disease permitted to expressitself inthe
language o well known to every true Homeopathi<t.

After aweek the symptomswill mogt likely expressindividuality, initstotality of
symptoms, and then an appropriate remedy can be found. Thereisno other way
known.

These thingswere dl known to the great Hahnemann. The ignorant pretenders use
the supportersand smile a the Organon, and go on with their failures; they seemto
dory intheir ignorance of the true heding art.

The physician who does not individualize uses Morphineto stop the pain and reports
hisignorance to the society, having the audacity to ask what remedy he should have
used. The quegtion asked, no lessthan the failure, showsthat he isnot acquainted
with the teachings of the Organon.

Each case mugt be sudied with aview of itsown individudity. The physcianwho is
not competent to direct the appropriate remedy isnot acquainted with the
individuality of hiscase ; and with such ignorance of hiscase, how can even amore
competent physician inform him what an appropriate remedy might be ?

The quedtioner could not prescribe for hisown case asa genera thing if he would
individualize correctly. These are the oneswho are wise enough to direct remedies
on their knowledge of pathology, only to fail, and then have the audacity to ask for
the right remedy to be pointed out.

Patientswith such glandular disorders present themselvesto the physcian with few
or no other complaints
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They seek aremoval of these, and having dight suffering elsewhere, at times
offer no characterigtics such asthe prescriber seeksasa bassfor remedy
<lection. Then the remedy mogt Smilar initseffectsto the nature of the
disorder must be used.

Inthefirg case of thisseries improvement occurred for ayear, under the
influence of the same remedy, repeated at intervals asreturn of symptoms
demanded.

In thistime pregnancy, parturition, and lactation aroused no increased
disturbance, but the improvement continued throughout. Thisshould
encourage othersto expect benefit from treatment even when serious
conditionsare present.

The change from progressto decline, after the first year of treatment would
appear darming except that the prescriber learnsto welcome any symptoms
that develop asaguide for treatment, the symptoms forming the image of the
remedy which the patient requires

Devel oping symptomsindicate the power of the sysemto expressthe interna
disorder ; reaction of the patient to the remedy thus demanded measuresthe
ahility to recover.

As she had been <0 near the angels she hasthe liberty of the houseand isa
generd pet ; running threelong stairs, vidting al the rooms and chatting and
joking everybody.

Old people recover when given the right remedy in suitable potency ina
urprisng manner. Some years ago | supposed that when an old person
became dropsical hisor her time had come.

At present, | do not declare an unfavorable prognosis because of old age, but
when the disease causing the dropsy is one hard to manage regardless of age.
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
